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Okan is the smooth-talking, pleasure-seeking, scheming realtor of the
neighborhood. He strings Hulya along with endless lies about their
relationship, never truly intending to marry her.

Making his living through
petty frauds and tricks, he seizes upon the Alkan family’s wealth discovered
through Asli as a new opportunity, even pushing Hulya to exploit it. Yet over
time, Okan realizes that he doesn’t want to lose Hulya, the woman he once
saw only as a diversion. Okan’s story is that of a man who lives for
self-interest and deception, but who ultimately finds himself confronted
with the fear of losing the only person who matters to him.
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
